e Ensure compliance with special education due process including developing and implementing
Individualized Education Programs in collaboration with families, students, and teachers

e Create weekly measurements of student progress and report quarterly on their movement toward
achieving their IEP goals

e Facilitate regular, positive and open communication with families, caregivers and students to ensure
a clear understanding of student strengths, challenges, goals, progress, and potential. Facilitate
required IEP team meetings

e Regularly assess and evaluate learning based on best practice. Measure and report on student
progress, and reinforce students' outstanding contributions and performance
